1. Reduce waste by borrowing, renting, or downloading books instead of buying
new books.

2. Reuse:

a) Share unwanted books with friends or family.

b) Exchange with co-workers. For example, you can set up a small bookcase in
the break room.

¢) Swap with neighbors. You can set up a rack or bookcase in a community
room at a mobile home park, senior community, apartment complex, etc.

d) Swap books online (for example: Swap.com, BookMooch, Bookins or
PaperBackSwap). Trading is often free except for shipping costs.

3. Donate:
a) library

c) Suncoast Textile Recycling bins (hardbacks only)
d) recreation center
e) senior center
f) schools: public or private
g) Use Freecycle—Sign up for a local group (Clearwater, Clearwater Beach,
Largo, North Pinellas, or St. Petersburg), and list your books.
h) Use CraigsList Free Stuff—Select “post” to list your books.
