Smoke Detectors 
battery-operated or electrical device used to warn occupants of smoke 

   These are hazardous waste. Do NOT dispose with regular trash! 
Never break open a smoke detector! 

  
* Smoke detectors that use ionization sensor technology are hazardous  
due to a small amount of radioactive material (Americium 241) inside.  
The material is not harmful unless the device is opened so never take  

a smoke detector apart or burn it in a fireplace.  
Smoke detectors that use photoelectric sensor technology are not hazardous.  

 
 

1. Drop off at a Pinellas County mobile collection or the HEC3 facility for recycling 
(free for residents). 

 
2. Return an old or defective smoke detector to the manufacturer: 

a) Manufacturers are required by law to accept ionization detectors for disposal 
as hazardous waste. 

b) Look for the manufacturer information on the bottom or inside of the detector, 
or in the instruction/warranty materials.  

c) If you can’t find an address or phone number on your detector, look for the 
brand name. Mail the smoke detector to the manufacturer using ground mail 
(not airmail):
