Summary Explanation/Background:

On April 15, 2014, the BCC approved the Utility Work by Highway Contractor Agreement (UWHCA), Memorandum
of Agreement (MOA) and Resolution with FDOT for utility relocation along SR 688 (Ulmerton Rd.) from east of 49"
Street N. to west of 38" Street N. All cost associated with the relocation of utility assets is the responsibility of the
County.

The County has been notified the Memorandum of Agreement form that was submitted to FDOT has been revised
to include additional financial requirements for the deposit of funds. The MOA governs the terms of the
$1,808,361.56 interest-bearing escrow deposit that the County is required to remit for its portion of the estimated
construction costs.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this , day of
2014, by and between the State of Florida, Department of T Transportat|on herelnafter
referred to as "FDOT" and the State of Florida, Department of Financial Services,
Division of Treasury, hereinafter referred to as "TREASURY" and PINELLAS COUNTY,
hereinafter referred to as the "PARTICIPANT".

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, FDOT is currently constructing the following project:

Main Financial Project No.: 256995-3-56-02
County: Pinellas County (PID No. 001142A/2104)

hereinafter referred to as the "PROJECT".
WHEREAS, FDOT and the PARTICIPANT entered into a Locally Funded

Agreement dated , 2014, wherein FDOT agreed to perform certain
work on behalf of the PARTICIPANT in conjunction with the PROJECT.

WHEREAS, the parties to this AGREEMENT mutually agreed that it would be in
the best interest of FDOT and the PARTICIPANT to establish an interest bearing
escrow account to provide funds for the work performed on the PROJECT on behalf of
the PARTICIPANT by FDOT.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the covenants
contained herein, the parties agree to the following:

1. An initial deposit in the amount of One Million, Eight Hundred and Eight
Thousand, Three Hundred, Sixty One Dollars and Fifty Six Cents ($1,808,361.56) will
be made by the PARTICIPANT into an interest bearing escrow account established by
FDOT for the purposes of the PROJECT. Said escrow account will be opened with the
TREASURY on behalf of FDOT upon receipt of this Memorandum of Agreement. Such
account will be an asset of FDOT.

2. Other deposits may be made by the PARTICIPANT as necessary to cover
cost increases or the cost of additional work prior to the execution of any Supplemental
Agreements or Amendments.



3. Payment will be made as follows (check appropriate payment method):

When the check is
mailed to Tallahassee, the District Office should instruct the PARTICIPANT to
mail the District Office a copy of the check.

4. FDOT's Comptroller or designee shall be the sole signatories on the
escrow account with the TREASURY and shall have sole authority to authorize
withdrawals from said account.

5. Unless instructed otherwise by the FDOT, all interest accumulated in the
escrow account shall remain in the account for the purposes of the PROJECT as
defined in the LFA.

6. The TREASURY agrees to provide written confirmation of receipt of funds
to FDOT.

7. The TREASURY further agrees to provide periodic reports to FDOT.
