The home is not a manufactured or mobile home.

The home is not in an evacuation (or storm surge) zone.

The home has a safe room large enough for all occupants.

A disaster plan is in place for all members of the household
including pets.

Vehicles have a full tank of gas.

A survival kit is prepared with one-weeks worth of
nonperishable food supplies and water.

A battery-operated radio is on hand with extra batteries, along
with a cell phone and battery charger for the car.

Tarps and plastic sheeting are available for emergency repairs.
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
