24. PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR RECYCLED MATERIALS: 

Pinellas County wishes to encourage its bidders to use recycled products in fulfilling contractual obligations to the 
County and that such a policy will serve as a model for other public entities and private sector companies. 

  
When awarding a purchase of $5000 or less, or recommending a purchase in excess of $5000 for products, 
materials, or services, the Director of Purchasing may allow a preference to a responsive bidder who certifies that 
their product or material contains the greatest percentage of postconsumer material.  If they are bidding on paper 
products they must certify that their materials and/or products contain at least the content recommended by the EPA 
guidelines. 

 
On all bids over fifty thousand dollars ($50,000)) and formal quotes under fifty thousand dollars ($05,000), or as 
required by law, the Director of Purchasing shall require vendors to specify which products have recycled materials, 
what percentage or amount is postconsumer material, and to provide certification of the percentages of recycled 
materials used in the manufacture of goods and commodities procured by the County. 
 
Price preference is not the preferred practice the County wishes to employ in meeting the goals of this resolution.  If 
a price preference is deemed to serve the best interest of the County and further supports the purchase of recycled 
materials, the Director of Purchasing will make a recommendation that a price preference be allowed up to an 
amount not to exceed 10% above the lowest complying bid received. 

 
DEFINITIONS: 

 
Recovered Materials: Materials that have recycling potential, can be recycled, and have been diverted or removed 
from the solid waste stream for sale, use or reuse, by separation, collection, or processing. 

 
Recycled Materials: Materials that contain recovered materials.  This term may include internally generated scrap 
that is commonly used in industrial or manufacturing processes, waste or scrape purchased from another 
manufacturer and used in the same or a closely related product. 

 
Postconsumer Materials: Materials which have been used by a business or a consumer and have served their 
intended end use, and have been separated or diverted from the solid waste stream for the purpose of recycling, 
such as; newspaper, aluminum, glass containers, plastic containers, office paper, corrugated boxes, pallets or other 
items which can be used in the remanufacturing process. 
 

25. ASBESTOS MATERIALS: 
The contractor shall perform all work in compliance with Federal, State and local laws, statutes, rules, regulations 
and ordinances, including but not limited to the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP)'s asbestos 
requirements, 40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M, and OSHA Section 29 CFR 1926.58.

38. PROTEST PROCEDURE:   
  As per Section 2-162 of County Code 
 1. 

(a) Bid/Proposal protests.  Any actual or prospective bidder, proposer, who is allegedly aggrieved in 
connection with the issuance of a bid/proposal package or pending award of a contract may protest to the 
director of purchasing. 

 
(b) Posting.  The Purchasing Department shall post the formal award on the departmental website.  The 
formal award shall be publicly posted on the Purchasing Department’s website no less than three full 
business days after the decision to recommend the award to the bidder/proposer is made. 
 
(c) Requirements to Protest. 
 
(1) If the protest relates to the content of the bid/proposal package, a formal written protest must be 
filed no later than 5:00 p.m. on the fifth full business day after issuance of the bid/proposal package. 
 
(2) If the protest relates to the award of a contract, a formal written protest must be filed no later than 
5:00 p.m., on the fifth business day after posting of either the contract award recommendation or the 
contract award itself.
