() Authortity o resolve. The Director of Purchasing shall resolve the protest in a fair and equitable
manner and shall render a written decision to the protestant no later than 5:00 p.m. on the fifth business day
afterthe-filing thereof.

(@) Review of Purchasing Director’s decision.

(n The protesting party may request a review of the Purchasing Director's decision to the County
Administrator by delivering written request for review of the decision to the Director of Purchasing by 5:00
p.m. on the fifth business day after the date of the written decision. The written notice shall include any
writien or physical materials, objects, statements, and arguments, which the bidder/proposer deems
refevant fo the issues raised in the request for review.

(2) If it is determined that the solicitation or award is in violation of law or the regulations and internal
procedures of the purchasing department, the County Administrator shall immediately cancel or revise the
solicitation or award as deemed appropriate.
