  Bag when you shop. Sturdy reusable bags with handles are readily available  
  for a dollar.

  (really!). Replace old showerheads with new low-flow fixtures.
 3. Cover your back side.  Cut waste by 50% by using both sides of the paper. Set  
  the printer or photocopier to duplex (two-sided) printing, whenever possible.
