Batteries – button cell 
small round batteries (resembling a coin) found in hearing aids,  

calculators, cameras, laser pointers, watches, etc. 

  These are hazardous waste. Do NOT dispose with regular trash! 
 

1. Drop off at a Pinellas County mobile collection or the HEC3 facility for recycling 
(free for residents). To prevent short-circuits, please cover terminals with heavy 
tape or place individual batteries in separate plastic bags. 
 

2. Drop off at a battery store for recycling. The following stores accept button cell 
batteries (no charge):

3. Drop off at eCycling, 7300 Bryan Dairy Rd., Suite 475, Largo, M-F 8am-5pm  
for free recycling (toll-free 866-771-9785). Businesses with electronic equipment 
to donate (including batteries, copiers, fax, printers, telephones, etc.) may request  
free pick-up at any business within Pinellas County (not for private homes).  

 
4. Check with your local jewelry, camera, or watch repair store, which may accept 

button cell batteries for recycling. 
 

5. Business options: 
a) See options listed above. 
b) Drop off batteries (for a fee) at a Pinellas County mobile collection or an 

EnviroBusiness Day event at the HEC3 facility. To prevent short-circuits, 
please cover terminals with heavy tape or place individual batteries in separate 
plastic bags. 

c) Contact an Electronics Recycling / Disposal Company. 
 

NOTE:  Button cell batteries are NOT accepted by 
Rechargeable Battery Recycling Corporation (RBRC).
