Bicycles are donated to needy families every December. Bike donations are 
accepted Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday from 9am to 2pm. 

b) St. Petersburg Free Clinic, 863 Third Ave. N., St. Petersburg (821-1200). 
Bicycles are donated to low-income citizens.  

c) Homeless Emergency Project (HEP) Freewheel Bike Program, 1120 Betty 
Lane, Clearwater (442-9041 or 239-1784). Bicycles are donated to homeless 
adults or children. 

 
4. Donate working bicycles: 

a) Local thrift store or charity   
b) Use Freecycle—Sign up for a local group (Clearwater, Clearwater Beach, 

North Pinellas, Largo, or St. Petersburg), and list your bicycle. 
c) Use CraigsList Free Stuff—Select “post” to list your bicycle. 
d) Free newspaper ads—St. Petersburg Times (3 lines) or Tampa Bay 

Newspapers (15 words).
