1. Reduce waste by using online listings such as www.superpages.com or free
directory assistance (1-800-FREE-411) instead of a phone book.
a) Contact the phone company to cancel delivery of phone books, or request
fewer copies. For example, several co-workers could share one set of phone
books. Be sure to call in advance of the delivery date:

b) Sign up to stop receiving any phone books at Yellow Pages Goes Green.

3. Recycle at curbside or drop-off. Please remove plastic wrap, bag, or magnets
before recycling.

4. Businesses can use the options listed above, or recycle phone books with other
paper (see paper).
